General Project Schedule Update:

The last ime the Land Development Code was presented to the Planning Commission was on June 25th. At that meeting, input was

received by residents and the Planning Commission. Following the presentation and discussion, the Planning Commission directed our
team to make the amendments discussed in the meeting and bring it back for final consideration at a future meeting.

The Project Team did just that and made amendments based on the feedback input received. The attached redline version identifies
the changes made in “track changes”. Additionally, the version includes notations stating where the comment came from. These
comments can generally be found in Section 6-5-4 (B), Downtown Overlay (D-O), and Section 6-8-1, Architectural Design Standards.

These changes were made and sent to stakeholders, including those who had made the suggestions, on July 18th. Recipients were asked
to respond by August 6th with any additional comments or feedback. Comments received have been included in the Commission’s

Phase 2 Project Schedule:

Below is a summary of the journey we’ve taken since last December - the start of Phase 2. Phase 2 focused on engaging the community
and really focusing in on two specific topics - Affordable Housing Guidelines and Historic Design Guidelines. Fach dot on the timeline

below indicates a milestone or significant activity through the course of the project. Phase 2 included five public work sessions, three
community engagement events, two focus group meetings, and many months of public review time.
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Throughout the course of the project, staff and the Project Team have listened and responded to all comments received and feedback
provided. Generally, all concerns raised have been adequately addressed or responded to. As part of these discussions, new advisory

boards have been identified and they will be paramount in finalizing two complementary documents: 1) Architectural Design Guidelines
and 2) Yampa Housing Guidelines. The torch will be passed to these groups to further evaluate and update these documents after the
LDC 1s adopted.

Updates Since June 25th Work Session:

Since the June 25th Work Session, the project team has made minor updates and amendments to the document based on feedback.
Below is a summary of those amendments:

¢ Amendments responding to feedback received at the June 25th Planning Commission meeting related to architectural and historic
design standards.

*  Made clarification changes throughout Chapter 1.

e Clarified intent in various sections in Chapter 2 related to Public Notice Requirements (Sec. 6-2-2(F))

e Clarified process related to Board of Trustee action when a public hearing is required. (Sec. 6-2-2(H))

e Clarihied Approval Criteria for a Comprehensive Plan Amendment. (Sec. 6-3-4(D))

e Clarified the submittal timing and process for Building Footprint (Sec. 6-4-3(A)), Condominium (Sec. 6-4-4(A)), and Townhouse
(Sec. 6-4-9(A)) subdivision processes.

¢ Amendments to Sec. 6-5-6, Exemptions and Encroachments, were made to be less restrictive and add clarification. Generally, the
distance that various features and structures are able to encroach into required setbacks was increased. This would allow certain
features such as decks, porches, stairways, balconies, etc. to extend into a required setback up to five (5) feet.

All of the above amendments are identified using “track changes”in the redline version of the August 7, 2025 Public Hearing Draft
which 1s included in this packet.

Request of Planning Commission:

We are asking the Planning Commission to consider making a recommendation to the Board of Trustees based on the updated version
of Title 6 Land Development Code dated August 7, 2025 and attached to this memo. Both redlined and clean versions of the public
hearing draft are attached for the Commission’s consideration.

This meeting has been noticed as a public hearing for the public to provide additional imput and feedback on the proposed Land
Development Code. Following the hearing, the Planning Commission may recommend approval, recommend approval with conditions,
recommend denial, or continue the matter to another meeting to allow town staff and the consultant team to address any outstanding
concerns.

Next Steps:

If Planning Commission makes a recommendation to the Board, the Board will consider the LDC update at their August 6th meeting.
Additionally, the Yampa Housing Guidelines and Architectural Design Guidelines (which includes historic standards), will be passed to
the respective focus groups to carry the torch in refining and revising these two documents after approval. The documents are in draft
form and the LDC makes proper references to both of these documents to easily implement once adopted. We recommend that these
documents be adopted by resolution by the Board of Trustees.
